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 Suicide is the second leading cause of death 
for Coloradoans ages 10-34  

 Suicide attempts in Colorado are the second 
leading cause of injury hospitalization for ages 
15-24 and the third leading cause of injury 
hospitalization for ages 10-14.  

 Race/ethnicity, gender, socioeconomic status 
and sexual orientation are identified risk 
factors prevelant in Weld County youth-at-risk 
for Suicide.   

 Weld County is in the second highest risk 
quartile for suicide attempts by county in 
Colorado.    

 Among people who have considered suicide, 
62% stated that expense was a factor in their 
not seeking help.   

 85% of community stakeholders and 74% of 
school district representatives identified a lack 
of funding as THE major barrier to suicide 
prevention program and services expansion.   

Second Wind Fund of Weld County (SWFWC) 
serves youth with a new and unique approach for 
youth at-risk for suicide.  SWFWC is providing 
FREE culturally competent mental health 
services to youth at-risk for committing suicide in 
Weld County who are unable to access mental 
health services because they are uninsured, 
underinsured or have other financial barriers that 
prevent accessing psychological support. 
SWFWC differs from other much needed suicide 
awareness and education organizations in that 
we are the only organization whose program 
provides free mental health services to qualifying 
suicidal youth.  Our collaborative team includes 
trained referral personnel in schools or other 
youth facilities to identify youth at-risk and 
professional therapists to ensure suicidal youth, 
with financial obstacles, receive free mental 
health services quickly and efficiently.
